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Glazed link between new structure and historic church
Lightweight glazed connection providing physical and visual
separation from the historic masonry, ensuring legibility of

new work and minimising impact on significant fabric.
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Existing Victorian south porch to be carefully demolished
Later C19th addition of limited architectural significance to be
removed in its entirety, allowing the historic south elevation
and C13th doorway to be revealed and better appreciated.
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Proposed unisex accessible and standard WCs within new
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entrance structure, enabling flexible use of church
independently from adjacent centre.
